03 Initial Setup

There may be,
however, a few bright or dark pixels on the screen. These pixels will have no impact on the performance of the
product.

¢ To keep your TV in optimum condition, upgrade to the latest software. Use the Update Now or Auto Update
functions on the TV's menu (@ >3 Settings > Support > Software Update > Update Now or Auto Update).

The TVwon’t turn on.

e Make sure that the AC power cord is securely plugged in to the One Connect and the wall outlet.

e Make sure that the wall outlet is working and the power indicator at the bottom right of the TV is lit and glowing a
solid red.
