The home screen is the starting point for using your device. For your
convenience, the home screen is already set up with some useful apps and
widgets.

You can customize your own home screen at any time.

e Home screen
On the first home screen, there is a Google Search bar.

e Preview screen
Tap and hold anywhere on the home screen except the icons.
At the bottom of the screen are WALLPAPERS, LOCKSCREEN
WALLPAPERS and WIDGETS.

e Add a widget to a home screen
Tap 88 at the bottom of the preview screen, tap and hold the widget
you want to add, then drag to where you want to place it and release.

e Change the wallpaper
Go to Settings > Display > Wallpaper and choose the wallpaper that
you like.

e Move an app to another screen
Tap and hold an app that you want to move, drag it to the left or right
side of the screen, then release it where you want to place it.

e Uninstall an app

1. Tap , and then tap and hold an app that you want to uninstall.

2. There is showing on the screen, drag the app to to uninstall it.



Screen buttons

There are three buttons at the bottom of the home screen.
e Back button: Tap <J to return to the previous page.
e Home button: Tap O to return to the default home screen.
e Recent button: Tap D to see recent apps. Then you can do the
following:
e Tap an app to open it.
e Tap the power key to shut off the screen.

e Tap X to stop running the app.

Notifications and Quick Settings

You can do any of the following:

e To see notifications, swipe down from the top of the screen with one
finger.

e To close the Notification panel, swipe up from the bottom of the screen
with one finger.

e To dismiss a notification, swipe left or right across the notification.

e To open Quick Settings, swipe down from the top of the screen twice
with one finger or once with two fingers.

e To close Quick Settings, swipe up from the bottom of the screen twice
with one finger or once with two fingers.
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Hold down the power button until the screen goes dark.



Camera

To open the Camera app, go to Camera.

Taking photos and videos

You can take photos and record videos with your device's built-in camera.

e Tap to take a photo.

Setting up a WLAN network

Go to Settings > WLAN.

Turn on the WLAN block and tap a WLAN hotspot in the list to connect to the
Internet.

When you access a secure link, you need to enter your login name and
password to connect.

NOTE: You need to have some valid WLAN hotspots to connect to.

Go to Settings > SIM cards > Celluar data.
NOTE: You need a valid SIM card with a data service. If you don't have a SIM
card, contact your carrier.

Setting up a VPN network

VPNs used within organizations allow you to communicate private information
securely over a non-private network. You may need to configure a VPN, for
example, to access your work email. Ask the network’s administrator for the
settings necessary to configure a VPN for your network. When one or more VPN



settings are defined you can:
e Go to Settings > More > VPN.
e Tap + to edit the VPN profile, including the server name, the type and
the server address, and then tap SAVE.
e Tap the VPN server name, input the username and password, and then
tap CONNECT to connect to the VPN network.
e Tap and hold the VPN server name to edit or delete the VPN.

Installing APK

Follow these steps:
e You need to set the device to allow installation of apps obtained from
unknown sources.
Go to Settings > Security, select Unknown sources and tap OK.

e Copy the APK file from the computer to the device in "Media device
(MTP)" mode.



Personalize

You can personalize your device settings.

When device is rotated

Enabling Lenovo PHAB Smart Rotation makes all applications automatically
rotate upwards or downwards.
Go to Settings > Display > When device is rotated to open the screen
rotation function.
e Rotate the contents of the screen

The orientation is locked.

Handle your device with care

Do not drop, bend, or puncture your device; do not insert foreign objects into or
place heavy objects on your device.

Your device screen is made of glass. The glass might break if the device is dropped
on a hard surface, is the subject of a high impact, or is crushed by a heavy object. If
the glass chips or cracks, do not touch the broken glass or attempt to remove it from
the device. Stop using the device immediately and contact Lenovo technical support
for repair, replacement, or disposal information.

When using your device, keep it away from hot or high-voltage environments, such as
electric appliances, electric heating equipment, or electric cooking equipment. Use
your device only in the temperature range of 0°C (32°F)—40°C (104°F)(storage -20°C
