Safety and Grounding

Read the following information before installing or operating your APC 
Power Distribution Unit (PDU):

• This PDU is intended for indoor use only. 
• Do not install this PDU where excessive moisture or heat is 

present.
• Never install any wiring, equipment, or PDUs during a lightning 

storm.
• Plug this PDU into a three-wire, grounded power outlet only. The 

power outlet must be connected to appropriate branch circuit/
mains protection (fuse or circuit breaker). Connection to any other 
type of power outlet may result in a shock hazard.

• Use only the supplied brackets for mounting.
• Do not use extension cords or adapters with this PDU.
• Do not work alone under hazardous conditions.
• Check that the power cord, plug, and socket are in good condition.
• Disconnect the PDU from the power outlet before you install or 

connect equipment to reduce the risk of electric shock when you 
cannot verify grounding. Reconnect the PDU to the power outlet 
only after you make all connections.

1. Attach the horizontal-mounting brackets to the PDU, using two 
screws (provided).

2. Install the PDU using hardware included with your rack or 
enclosure. The PDU will occupy one U-space.

The serial number is 
located on the bottom of the PDU.

A technician will try to help you solve the problem by 
phone.

3. If you must return the product, the technician will give you a return 
material authorization (RMA) number. If the warranty expired, you 
will be charged for repair or replacement.

4. Pack the unit carefully. The warranty does not cover damage 
sustained in transit. Enclose a letter with your name, address, RMA 
number and daytime phone number; a copy of the sales receipt; 
and a check as payment, if applicable.

5. Mark the RMA number clearly on the outside of the shipping 
carton.

6. Ship by insured, prepaid carrier to the address provided by the 
Customer Support technician.
