Moving the PDU

Q' & The shipping materials are recyclable. Save them for later use, or
dispose of them appropriately.

Use a pallet jack or a forklift to move the pallet to the installation
site.

Move the PDU as close as you can to the final location before unpacking the
PDU and removing it from the pallet. Measure door clearances to ensure the

PDU will fit through without damage.

If the PDU must be removed from the pallet to move it to its final location,
follow the instructions for unpacking the equipment and have help to hold the

cables while moving the unit.

The PDU can be rolled slowly on its casters after it is removed from the pallet
if the floor is reasonably smooth and level. Always have more than one
person moving the PDU to prevent personal injury and damage to the PDU.

Packaging removal

1. Remove the protective covers O on the top of the unit under the cables
and the cardboard corner protective covers ©.

2. Remove the unloading ramps © and set them aside.
3. Remove the cables from the cardboard cable containers ©.

4. Remove the accessories box © from the bottom of the cable container.

Make sure the box arrives at the installation location with the PDU. It contains

the communication cables and other items required for installation.
5. Cut the plastic bag © and remove it.

6. Use socket wrenches to remove the stabilizing brackets @ from the front,
back, and sides of the enclosure.
