The system is designed for use at temperatures of 5 — 35°C. Using the system in hot environments (.g. under a duvet or
other non-ventilated environment) can lead to the system temperature rising sharply, which may cause burns. Use of the
system for prolonged periods while charging can increase the temperature of the system. Touching the system while it is
hot may cause burns.

@ Use the stylus properly
Incorrect use can lead to injury or damage.
* Do not use the stylus for any purpose other than to operate the system or to remove the battery cover or cover plates.
