¢ The “CUE Control” is the digital volume controller on the headset at
the bottom corner of your left earcup: hold or repeatedly toggle it
downwards to reduce volume, and upwards in short increments to
increase volume.

¢ The standard Windows audio controller can also be used to adjust
volume.

* Once the audio source is playing, set the volume to a comfortable level.

To use the microphone, rotate it down and adjust it so that it’'s between
1-2 inches (2.5cm to 5cm) away from your mouth.
