The carpet care control selector raises and lowers 
the height of the nozzle.

Ensure that the cleaner is in the upright (parked) 
position and move the selector to the required 
setting for the carpet type or floor covering.

To obtain the best performance and energy 
efficiency#1it is recommended that the adjustment 
setting position 1 is used for the main cleaning 
operations.
