Those that have a photosensitive seizure or chronic illness

Some users may experience a seizure or other abnormal symptoms when they are exposed to a
flashing light or particular pattern from 3D contents.

Do not watch 3D videos if you feel nausea, are pregnant and/ or have a chronic iliness such as epilepsy,
cardiac disorder, or blood pressure disease, etc.

3D Contents are not recommended to those who suffer from stereo blindness or stereo anomaly. Double
images or discomfort in viewing may be experienced.

- Children have greater binocular disparity of 3D presentations than adults because the distance
between the eyes is shorter than that of adults. Therefore they will perceive more stereoscopic
depth compared to adults for the same 3D image.

» Teenagers

- Teenagers under the age of 19 may react with sensitivity due to stimulation from light in 3D

contents. Advise them to refrain from watching 3D contens for a long time when they are tired.
» Elderly

- The elderly may perceive less 3D effect compared to the young. Do not sit closer to the TV than the

recommended distance.

e Make sure to use LG 3D glasses. Otherwise, you may not be able to view 3D videos properly.
¢ Do not use 3D glasses instead of your normal glasses, sunglasses or protective goggles.

How the switchover affects your
TV equipment:

Your new TV has a digital tuner built in, which means it is ready
to receive the Freeview signal by simply plugging it into

your aerial socket (check if you can get digital TV through your
aerial now, or whether you’ll have to wait until switchover,

at www.digitaluk.co.uk).

When the TV switchover happens in your area, there are at least
two occasions when you will need to re-tune your TV in order to
continue receiving your existing TV channels, and also to pick up
new ones. Digital UK, the body leading the digital TV switchover,
will advise you when you need to re-tune during the switchover.
