Connect the power cord for your LCD Display to the power port on the back
of the LCD Display. Turn on the power switch.

There are 3 ways to connect the D-sub to your LCD Display. Choose one
of the following:

Using the D-sub (Analog) connector on the video card.

» Connect the D-sub to the 15-pin, RGB port on the back of your LCD
Display and the 15 pin D-sub Port on the computer.

Using the DVI (Digital) connector on the video card.
